“The impact of the interven-
tion was encouraging. After it,
80% farmers adopted no stubble
burning approach and a total of
12,000 acres of farmland (75% of
the total area under paddy in the
adopted villages) became free of
stubble burning in 2018, compa-
red to 550 acres (3.5% of farm
land)in2017,” Cll said. pmi
