t will not be wrong to say that the second wave of 
Covid-19, which accelerated in March this year, 

caught many people ill-prepared. The speed with which 
it spread and the devastation it left behind as it spread 
left people reeling under its impact. An already weakened 
economy and beleaguered people were hit hard the 
second time around. The partial lockdowns imposed 
helped somewhat, but the loss of lives and livelihoods 
was heart-rending. The healthcare infrastructure 
proved to be inadequate, with hospitalisation and the 

number of causalities  rising alarmingly.

As India’s leading industry association, CII has always 
been at the forefront of providing relief in times of a 
national disaster.

In 2020, when Covid-19 struck India, CII quickly
